MEMBER POLICIES AGREEMENT 2006

I understand that the staff and management
will hold all members to a high standard with regard to how they act, interact and participate in the
Blue Devils. I have read and agree to abide by the following conditions of membership:

1. The Blue Devils will do everything possible to have the corps 100% drug free. Drugs are not
permitted or to be used at Blue Devils rehearsals, camps, functions, and on any of the tours. The
Blue Devils will be concerned with the possibility of a negative influence members might have on
others, and they will take corrective action to fix the problem.

2. Alcohol is not permitted or to be used at Blue Devils rehearsals, camps, functions, and on any of
the tours regardless of the members age.

3. In The Blue Devils we are judged by our every word and action. The language I use can
sometimes be offensive. Profanity is not allowed at Blue Devils rehearsals, functions, and when in
uniform.

4. The Blue Devils’ goal is to have all members not smoke. Education and/or help will be provided
to the smokers in the corps to help them quit. The Blue Devils policy is that I CAN NOT smoke on
ANY school grounds, at Blue Devils facilities, on Blue Devils busses, around The Blue Devils
vehicles, in uniform or during meetings. At The Blue Devils rehearsal field there will be a designated
area to smoke. I am not allowed to smoke during rehearsals or on your breaks during the

length of the rehearsals.

5. The attitude I bring and develop in The Blue Devils is very important. The staff will consider my
attitude as I audition for The Blue Devils. We are an organization 135 strong, not a specific section
or individual. We are all working hard and dedicating ourselves to a common goal. In order to
achieve that end, we must all have the same positive approach.

6. The Blue Devils believe that how I interact with people is extremely important. Courtesy and
manners will be encouraged, and I will make the effort to thank the many hard working volunteers

who make all of this possible.

7. Stealing is illegal and not tolerated at The Blue Devils. Examples in the past have been taking
other people shoes, plumes, uniform parts, clothing, wallets, school property, etc. These and any
other offenses will be dealt with severely.
